Go-gap is the volunteer programme of NAYC, a leading youth work organisation in the UK. NAYC
owns and operates Action Centres UK which runs activity and conference centres serving young
people and adults with sports, leisure, and a chance to get away. GO-GAP volunteers work to pro-
vide hospitality and friendly service to the guests who use our facilities.

Go-gap is open to 18 to 30-year-olds who have a working level of English language skills.  NAYC/
Action Centres is a Christian-based organization, though the programme is open to volunteers of any
faith. Experience is not necessary, but a desire to serve people is. The programme is ideal for young
people looking for a different year-out, experience in a new culture, and the opportunity to meet
new people. Many of our volunteers go on to careers in the hospitality and tourism industry, cater-
ing, or Christian youthwork.

Volunteers ‘will be placed according to need at one of our centres. Volunteer staff live on-site in
‘youth hostel” style accommodation with a single or shared bedroom, communal lounge, and kitch-
enette. Our sites are alcohol free, and smoking is permitted only in designated areas.

Volunteers usually serve for 6 to 12 months. We welcome volunteers on any of our 4 start dates
throughout the year. Following successful completion of a volunteer term, there may be opportunities
to receive a paid-contract, junior employee position within the organization.

NAYC will pay a £10 volunteer visa sponsorship fee, though additional visa fees, airfare and transpor-
tation to your placement are your responsibility. Accommodation, meals, work uniform, and 1D
padges are provided. A £100 refundable deposit will be required for your accommaodation.
